During the last nine weeks of fourth grade, we will 
study land and water.  Land and water are the two 
main features of our natural environment.  They 
are always interacting.  In this unit we will explore 
the interaction of land and water by building a 
landform and then adding water and observing 
what changes take place.  We will discuss how 
people affect land and water as well, by building 
dams to control floods and providing water to dry 
areas.  People also plant trees to keep soil from 
wearing away.  Also, we will discuss how people 
travel to interesting places to see unusual 
landforms.  Most of the science classes will be held 
at our outdoor learning lab!!!  (How exciting not to 
have mud on the carpeting in the classrooms!) 
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In Language Arts, students are continuing to work 
on reading and writing skills and test taking 
strategies.  In the following weeks we will focus 
on reading strategies from our STARS (Strategies 
to Achieve Reading Success) book.  We will take 
the 2007 Achievement Test for practice preparing 
for this year’s test.  We will get back to centers, 
book talks and fable fun after testing. 
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Fourth grade students will study the work of M.C. 
Escher.  They will be looking in particular at his 
tessellations, in conjunction with their classroom 
study of geometry.  Each student will create their own 
tessellating shape.  Vocabulary will include slide,  
rotation, and reflection.
