com.)

Many who use this slang daily do so because (b/c)
the words are easier to type and text, and many believe
that typing shorthand saves time. Oh, I’m sure writing
“before” would just take up a lot of life that could be
lived.

Granted, | talk online and | use MySpace. But | don’t
tear apart the English language with unnecessary LOL-ing
and overusing BRB.

Not only that,
characters such as @, & and $ are also appearing in high school
students’ papers.

An article titled “I Think, Therefore IM,” which frst appeared
in The New York Times in 2002, is rather disconcerting: it points

Many people dream of the day they can be on their own. A new
location, new friends and a new school. But how do you locate
your perfect new place? Finding the perfect college to suit your
wants and needs takes a lot of work, research and preparation.
Since it’s a little too late for seniors, juniors you’re in luck.

If you are just beginning your search, there are many ways to get
started. Michele Stasitis, an admissions offcer at The University
of Akron, believes there are many ways to prepare without actually
looking at specifc colleges.

“At this point | recommend the SAT/ACT tests to take in June.
In addition, look at your senior schedule to make sure you have an
extra year of math or science for all your credits,” Stasitis said.

Stasitis also says she recommends that when starting the college
search, you check the website and get on the mailing list. But, most
importantly, be sure you know that the college you are looking at
suits your needs, keeping things in mind such as cost and location.
Jared Wackerly, a junior at Hoover, uses sports and academics as a
key factor on which college he looks at.

“| want to go somewhere where | know | can play [football] and
get an education I’m interested in,” Wackerly said.

Besides athletics and academics to give him an idea of where to
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started in 2000, and remains unfxed seven years later. Teachers
now have to point out not only mistakes with “you’re” and “your,”
but “u” and “ur.” Why do teachers have to explain this to their
students?

Also noted in the article is a trend in which students insert smiley
faces into their term papers. If something is happy, a face isn’t the
way to express that in a written paper. How about using the word
“happy”? And if that’s too boring, try “joyful,” “cheerful,” “glad”
or “jovial.”

Here’s a simple rule to follow when writing a paper:
If it’s not a word, don’t put it in! Save yourself the bad
grade, even if it doesn’t seem to save you the time. And
if you just can’t go without writing “ur,” maybe it’s time
to lay off the text messaging and the rapid fre instant
messaging.

Some more points that should be made while we’re
discussing the rules of writing: Subjects and verbs
go together, they make a sentence, and they end in a
punctuation mark. Adjectives aren’t nouns, but they can
be modifed by adverbs, which also modify verbs. “You’re
reading your newspaper” is correct, as is “they’re reading
their newspapers over there.” Clear-cut rules such as these should
be applied when writing a paper for a class. It’s not a question of,
“Hey, should I just throw ‘ppl” in here? It’ll save me time.”

In the end, don’t let your daily Internet and cell phone habits
hurt you. Everyone learns at some time in their lives how to form
a sentence, and even if your excuse for typing “LOL” is that it’s
a habit, that habit needs to be broken. These little mistakes can be
avoided. If they’re not, we could have a much bigger issue on our
hands.
